IMO Deniz Cevresini Koruma Komitesi (MEPC) 67. Donem Toplantis1 Ozet Raporu

Uluslararasi Denizcilik Orgiitii (International Maritime Organization — IMO) Deniz Cevresini Koruma
Komitesi'nin (Marine Environment Protection Committee — MEPC) 13-17 Ekim 2014 tarihleri
arasinda Londra’da gerceklestirilen 67. Oturumunun kisa bir 6zeti asagida sunulmaktadir.

Balast Suyu Yonetimi

Balast Suyu Gdzden Gegirme Grubu (Ballast Water Review Group), Gemilerin Balast Suyu ve Kati
Maddelerinin Kontrolii ve Yonetilmesi i¢in Uluslararas1 Sozlesmenin (International Convention for
the Control and Management of Ship’s Ballast Water and Sediments, 2004) yiiriirliige girmesini
kolaylastiracak Tedbirler hakkindaki bir bildiri de dahil olmak iizere, MEPC 67 giindem maddesi
altindaki taleplerden dogan bir takim gorevleri tamamlamak amaciyla yeniden kurulmustur. Soz
konusu bildiri, ‘Gemilerin Balast Suyu ve Kati Maddelerinin Kontrolii ve Yonetilmesi Igin
Uluslararas1 S6zlesmenin Uygulanmasi® hakkindaki A.1088(28) sayili Genel Kurul Kararinin pratik ve
faydali nitelikte oldugunu kabul etmektedir.

MEPC 67, Balast Suyu Yonetimi Sistemlerinin Onaylanmasi Igin Kilavuz’un (G8) revize edilerek
denizcilik endiistrisinin endigelerine uygun hale getirilmesi gerektigi konusunda hemfikir olmustur.
Ayrica, armatorlerin meveut G8 geregince Balast Suyu Yonetimi (Ballast Water Management —
BWM) sistemini kurduklar i¢in haksiz sekilde cezalandirilmamalar gerektigine karar verilmistir.

Balast Suyu Yonetimi Gozden Gegirme Grubu, MEPC 67 tarafindan kabul edilmek iizere asagidaki
hususlar1 onaylamistir:

¢ BWM Konvansiyonuna uyum saglanmasina yonelik Liman Devleti Kontrolii (PSC)
denetimleri i¢in Y&nergeler;

e ‘Gemilerin Balast Suyu ve Kati Maddelerinin Kontrolii ve Y&netilmesi icin Uluslararas:
Sozlesmenin Yiiriirliige Girmesini Kolaylagtirmak igin Alinacak Tedbirler, 2004’ hususunda
bir MEPC karari;

e “Balast Suyu Yonetimi Sistemlerinin Onaylanmasi Igin Kilavuz’un (G8)® gbzden gecirilmesi
igin bir calisma plani. G8’in gézden gegirilmesi konusunda bir yazisma grubu kabul edilmis
olup, bu grup MEPC 68’e bilgi verecektir.

* MEPC Karari, G8 geregince daha saglam bir tip onay ile ilgili denizcilik endiistrisi tarafindan
yukarida bahsedilen bildiride ileri siiriilen endiseleri kapsamakta ve ayni sekilde mevcut G8’e
uygun olarak Balast Suyu Yonetimi Sistemlerini kurmus olan armatérlerin haksiz sekilde
cezalandirilmayacaklarini garanti etmektedir.

Japonya ve Tiirkiye, 2004 Gemilerin Balast Suyu ve Kati Maddelerinin Kontrolii ve Y&netilmesi Icin
Uluslararasi Sozlesmeyi onaylamistir; bdylece sozlesmeye taraf olan iilke sayisi diinya deniz ticaret
tonajimin yaklasik % 32.54’tinii temsil eden 43 iilkeye ulagmistir. Konvansiyonun yiiriirliige girmesi
igin, diinya deniz ticaret filosunun sadece % 2.46’lik kismina ihtiya¢ bulunmaktadir.

Kutup Kodu

Kutup Sularinda Faaliyet Gosteren Gemilere Yonelik taslak Uluslararasi Kod’un (Polar Code — Kutup
Kodu) kirlilik dnleyici tedbirler hakkindaki ikinci boliimiine iliskin calismalar sonuglandirilmistir.
Taslak Kutup Kodu, MARPOL Ek I, II, IV ve V’e ilavelerden meydana gelmektedir. IMO genel



olarak, Giliney Kutup boélgesinde yiirtirliikte bulunan kati gereklilikleri Kuzey Kutbunda da
yayginlastirmaya karar vermistir.

Kutup Kodu’nun Ikinci Bsliimiiniin MEPC 68°de kabul edilmesi beklenmektedir.
Diger Teknik ve Isletmeyle Tlgili Tedbirler

IMO’da sera gaz ile ilgili meseleler goriisiildiigiinde her zaman oldugu gibi salondakiler yine ikiye
ayrilmiglardir. Bu tiir girisimleri destekleyen AB iilkeleri, ABD, Kanada, Japonya, Avustralya ve Yeni
Zelanda, séz konusu tedbirleri gelistirmek iizere bir calisma grubuna izin verilmesi gerektigini ileri
siirmiistiir. Ote yandan, Cook Adalari, Cin ve Hindistan gibi iilkeler tarafindan yénlendirilen diger
bilyiik grup ise, su anda ¢alismanin sadece yakit kullamim bilgisini toplayan bir sistem ile smirli olmasi
gerektigini savunmuslardir.

Dolayisiyla MEPC’nin karari, bu tiir bir yakit kullanim veri toplama sisteminin gelistirilmesi igin bir
calisma grubunu goérevlendirmek seklinde olmustur. S6z konusu karar, denizcilik endiistrisinin ortak
tavriyla olduk¢a uyumludur.

Calisma grubu, 2015 yili yazinda gergeklestirilecek olan bir sonraki MEPC’ye kadar bir Yazisma
Grubu tarafindan daha fazla gelistirilecek olan bir veri toplama sistemine iliskin bazi prensipler
gelistirmistir. Bir veri toplama sisteminin en erken MEPC 68 ya da daha gercekgi bir yaklasimla, 2016
yilina MEPC 69 tarafindan onaylanmasi beklenmektedir. Dolayisiyla, kanunlastiriimast 2016 yilinin
sonlarinda gergeklesecek olan MEPC 70°de ve yiiriirliige girmesi ise 16 ay kadar sonra, en erken 2018
yilinin ortalarinda olabilecektir.

Ugiincii IMO Sera gazi Calismasi

MEPC, sera gazi calismasin giincellemekle gérevlendirilen konsorsiyumun sonu¢ raporunu ele
almistir. MEPC tarafindan diizenlenen gorev talimatinin yerine getirilmesi konusunda bazi teknik
goriismelerden sonra, rapor yayinlanmak iizere Komite tarafindan onaylamistir.

Hava Kirliligi ve Enerji Verimliligi

MEPC 67, gok ¢esitli konularda gorevlendirilmis bir ¢alisma grubu kurmaya karar vermistir. En
onemli konularin bazilar1 asagida belirtilmistir:

Minimum giig

MEPC, olumsuz hava kosullarinda gemilerin manevra kabiliyetini siirdiirmek iizere yeterli sevk
giictintin siirdiiriildiigiinii belirleyen 2013 Ara Kurallarinda (Interim Guidelines) yapilmasi &nerilen
degisiklikleri ele almistir. Iki yillik dénemden (Ocak 2013-Ocak 2015) birinci déneme yakinda
gerceklesecek olan gegis 1s18inda, yonergeler Enerji Verimliligi Tasarim Endeksi (Energy Efficiency
Design Index - EEDI) referans seviyesine bakilmaksizin gemilerin yeterli enerjiyi yiiklemelerini temin
edeceklerdir. (EEDI referans seviyesi; 2015, 2020 ve 2025 olmak iizere her bes yilda bir
sikilastirilacak; her defasinda %10°a kadar EEDI deger indirimi olacaktir.)

Ikinci safhada inga edilecek olan gemilerin insasmna az bir siire kalmisken, yonergelerin ikinci satha
gemilerini de kapsayacak sekilde degistirilmesi gerekmektedir.

Bazi temsilciler, pek ¢ok yeni geminin ana makinesinin Ara Kurallar geregince istenen minimum giicii
yerine getiremeyecek olmasi sebebiyle ciddi endiseler tagidiklarimi ifade etmis ve minimum giic
esiginin %10 artirlmasimi 6nermiglerdir.



Denizeilik kuruluglart ve ¢alisma grubunun biiyiik bir kismi, bu artigin gerekliligine ikna
olmamslardir; dolayistyyla MEPC 67°nin 1. Safhay: herhangi bir degisiklik yapmaksizin 2. Safhaya
genigletmesi beklenmektedir. 2016 yilinda deneysel sonuglar saglamaya devam edecek olan pek ¢ok
arastirma projesi bulunmaktadir ve MEPC 3. Safthaya dair karar vermeden once sdz konusu
arastirmalarin sonuglarini bekleyecektir.

Hiz Denemesi Ornek Testi

Calisma Grubu, EEDI dogrulamas: igin hiz denemeleri ve drnek test prosediirleri ile ilgili olarak (ISO
15016), Uluslararasi Standartlastirma Organizasyonu (ISO) ve Gemi Model Deney Havuzu
(International Towing Tank Conference — ITTC) uyumlastiriimis standartlarin sonuclandiriimas:
hususundaki olumlu ve ortak cabalari hakkinda bilgilendirilmistir. Ortak bir standardin
olusturulmasmnin amaci, hiz denemesi testi gergeklestirildiginde, uluslararasi, saglam, giivenilir ve
kullanici dostu bir test prosediirii saglamaktadir.

ISO standartlari, ISO tarafindan resmi olarak onaylanmak iizeredir. Standartlar onaylandiginda, MEPC
ilgili kurallari uygun referanslarla giincellemeye baslayacaktir.

Ikili yakit makineleri (Dual-fuel engines)

Caligma grubu ayrica, ikili yakit makineleri olan gemilerle ilgili sdrvey ve belgelendirme hakkindaki
2014 yonergelerinde yapilacak degisiklikleri ele almakla gérevlendirilmistir. Geminin birden fazla
EEDI"ye sahip olmasina imkan veren ikili ya da ¢oklu EEDI belgelendirmesinin baslatilmasini 6neren
bazi endiistri kuruluslarina ragmen, ¢alisma grubu bu &neriyi yeterli bulmamis ve onun yerine LNG
ve petrol gibi birincil ve ikincil yakitlarla faaliyet gdsteren ikili yakit makinesine sahip gemiler i¢in bir
“baslica yakit” (primary fuel) yaklagimi gelistirmeye karar vermistir.

Calisma grubu, hangi yakitin birincil oldugunun belirlenmesinde 1s1 degerinin % 50 esik degerini
kullanmaya karar vermistir. Bununla birlikte Bayrak Idaresi, hedeflenen yolculugu (ornegin kisa
mesafeli deniz tagimacilig1) hesaba katarak oranin degerini diisiirebilir.

Yakit Kalitesi

Denizcilik endiistrisi kuruluglari, deniz yakitlarinin gemiye teslim edilmesinden 6nce daha etkili bir
kalite kontroliine tabi olmalari i¢in MEPC’ye genis kapsamli bildiriler sunmustur. MEPC, s6z konusu
mesele lizerine uzun ve etrafli gériismeler yapmis olup, temsilcilerin gogu yakit kalitesinin yakiti alan
ile tedarik eden arasindaki tiimiiyle ticari bir mesele olarak kalmasi gerektigini diisiinmiislerdir.

Temsilcilerin gogu, belirli bir standartta uygun yakit teslim etme zorunlulugunun gemilere yakit ikmal
etmeden Once yakitin uygunlugunu bir kalite kontrol mekanizmasiyla dogrulamasi gereken tedarikgiye
ait oldugu konusunda uzlagmislardir. Bununla birlikte MEPC, MARPOL Ek VI'ya uygun yakit
temininin kontrol edilmesi ve uygulanmas: igin kurallarin zorunluluk esasina mi yoksa goniilliiliik
esasina gdre mi yerine getirilmesi konusunda béliinmiistiir.

MEPC 67, yakit kalitesi konusunda bir sonuca ulasamamis ve séz konusu mesele hakkinda kurallarin
gelistirilmesi amaciyla bir yazisma grubu olusturmaya karar vermistir.

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IMO MEPC67 CLOSURE BRIEF

The 67th session of the International Maritime Organization's (IMO) Marine Environment Protection Committee
(MEPC) is approaching closure and the below gives a brief outline of the meeting.

Among the many agenda items discussed, the following were the most important and were all debated at
length during the meeting:

Ballast Water Management

The Ballast Water Review Group was re-established with a number of tasks to complete arising from numerous
submissions under the MEPC 67 agenda item, including a paper co-sponsored by BIMCO on Measures to be
taken to facilitate entry into force of the International Convention for the Control and Management of Ships’
Ballasl Water and Sediments, 2004. The paper recognises the pragmatic and helpful nature of Assembly
resolution A.1088(28) "Application of the International Convention for the Control and Management of Ships’
Ballast Water and Sediments, 2004".

Before the Ballast Water Review group was sent out, the MEPC 67 agreed that the Guidelines for Approval of
Ballast Water Management Systems (G8) needed revision to accommodate the concerns raised by industry, It
was further decided that no owner should be unduly penalized for having installed BWM system under the
current G8. The MEPC 67 chairman included almost all the concerns made by industry in his work and BIMCO
welcomes the good spirit of co-operation.

The Ballast Water Management Review Group approved the following for subsequent adoption by the MEPC
67:

+ The Guidelines for Port State Control inspections for compliance with the BWM Convention

= A MEPC resolution on "Measures to Be Taken to Facilitate Entry into Force of the International Convention
for the Confrol and Management of Ships' Ballast Water and Sediments, 2004"

* A work plan for a review of the “Guidelines for Approval of Ballast Water Management Systems (G8)“

A carrespondence group on the review of the GB was approved. It will report back to MEPC 68. BIMCO will be
participating in this correspondence group.

The MEPC resolution covers the industry's concerns raised in the above-mentioned submission regarding a
more robust type approval under the G8 as well as ensuring that owners having installed Ballast Water
Management Systems approved under the current G8 will not be unduly penalized.

During this week, Japan and Turkey have ratified the International Convention for the Control and
Management of Ships’ Ballast Water and Sediments 2004, bringing the number of Contracting States to 43
countries, representing approximately 32.54% of world merchant shipping tonnage meaning that now only
2.46% is needed to bring the BWM Convention into force.

Polar Code

The work on part 1T on pollution prevention measures of the draft International Code for Ships Operating in
Pelar Waters (Polar Code) was finalised. The draft Polar Code consists of additions to MARPOL Annexes I, I1, IV
and V. In general, the IMO agreed to extend the stringent requirements in force in the Antarctic area to Arctic
waters.

Part II of the Polar Code is expected to be adopted at MEPC 68,

Further technical and operational measures

BIMCO, alang with several other industry associations, had submitted a paper to the committee arguing for a
substantial debate to be undertaken on basic policy questions about the applicability of operational efficiency
standards for merchant ships.

As usual when IMO is debating issues linked to greenhouse gas the room was divided. The propenents of such
initiatives, namely the EU countries, the USA, Canada, Japan, Australia and New Zeeland, argued that a
working group should be allowed to develop such measures. On the other hand, a large group of other
countries led bv Cook Islands, the large registries, China and India, 2long with many others, argued that at
aresent, the work sheould be limited to a system to collect fuel consumption data only.

The dacisiun of MEPC was thus to task a working group with develaping such a fuel consumption data callection
system. This decision is very much in line with the joint industry position.

The werking group developed some principle outlines of a data collection system that will be further developed
by & Correspandence Group until next MEPC in Summer 2015. It is expected that a data collection system may
be approved earliest at MEPC 68 ar more realistically, by MEPC 69 in 2016. Adoption could thus follow at MEPC
70 inlate 2016, with entry into force some 16 months later, i.e. earliest by mid-2018.

BIMCC is expecting that the proponents of development of energy efficiency standards will continue their work
to modify the scope of the data collection system to include data for transport work. It appears, however, to be
an up-hill battle, considering the strong opposition at MEPC.

3rd IMO GHG Study

The MEPC discussed the final report of the consortia tasked to develop the GHG study update. After some
technical deliberation on fulfilment of the Terms of Reference set out by MEPC, the committee approved the
report for publication.

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BIMCO is pleased to see the new data which shows a decline of shipping’s share of global CO; emissions since
2007.

Air pollution and energy efficiency
MEPC 67 decided to establish a working group tasked with a large variety of subjects. Some of the more
important ones are listed below:

Minimum power

MEPC considered proposed amendments to the 2013 interim guidelines for determining minimum propulsion
power to maintain the maneuverability of the ship in adverse weather conditions. In the light of the
forthceming changeover from the two-year phase zero period (between January 2013 and January 2015) to
phase one, the guidelines are to ensure that ships will have installed sufficient installed power on-board
regardless of the Energy Efficiency Design Index (EEDI) reference level. (The EEDI reference level will be
tightened every five years, in 2015, 2020 and 2025 by 10% EEDI value reduction each time).

As ships to be built in phase two (between 2020 and 2025) are about to be commenced, the guidelines had to
be amended to cover for phase two ships as well.

Some delegations expressed serious cencerns because the installed main engine power of many new ships may
be unable to fulfil the required minimum power as per the interim guidelines. They therefore suggested the
minimum power threshold be increased with 10%.

BIMCO and other industry associations, as well as the majority of the working group, were not convinced of the
necessity for this increase and therefore MEPC 67 is expected to extend phase 1 to phase 2 without
modification, There are several research projects geing on providing experimental results in 2016 and MEPC
will await these results before deciding further on phase three.

eed trial m 1t
With regard to the speed trials and model test procedures for EEDI verification (ISO 15016), the working group =1
was informed about the good and collaborative efforts made by the International Organization for
Standardization (ISQ) and the International towing tank Conference (ITTC) in finalising the harmonized
standards. The aim of issuing 8 common standard is to ensure an international, robust, reliable and user-
friendly test procedure when performing speed trial test.

BIMCO has been follewing the harmonisation of the two standards closely as we find it important to have
rabust standards in such an impertant area. The new guideline has been significantly improved in a number of
1ssues. First of all, it i1s more transparent and secondly, it is more robust compared to the previous versions.
We believe it is ready to be published for the benefit the entire industry.

The ISO standard is currently in the final process of being approved officially by 1SO. When approved, MEPC
will commence an update of the relevant guidelines with proper references.

Dual-fuel engines

The working group was also tasked to consider amendments to the 2014 guidelines on survey and certification
relevant to ships with dual-fuel engines. For the past several years BIMCO has been advocating for adaption of
simple solutions and in this regard, introducing dual or multi-certification for EEDI, which aliows a ship to have
more than one EEDI. The working group did not, however, find this proposal adequate and decided instead to
develop criteria for a "primary fuel” approach for ships equipped with dual-fuel engines operating on primary
and secondary fuels e.g. LNG and fuel oil.

in determining which fuel is primary, the working group decided to use the threshold value of 50% of the
calorific value. The flag Administration can, however, agree to lower the value of the percentage, taking into
account the intended voyage, e.g. short sea shipping.

Fuel quality

BIMCO, together with other industry associations, submitted comprehensive papers to this MEPC promoting
means and processes to achieve a more effective quality control of marine fuels prior to delivery on board.
MEPC had a long and thorough discussion on this matter, as many delegations found fuel oil quality to be a
purely commercial issue between the buyer and the supplier of the fuel oil, which should not involve the
appropriate authority.

Many delegations agreed that the obligation to deliver fuel that meets a certain standard rests with the
supplier, who should verify compliance through a quality control mechanism prior to supplying the fuel to
ships. MEPC was, however, divided on the question whether guidelines for the control and enforcement of
supply of compliant fuel as required by MARPOL Annex VI should be exercised on mandatory or voluntary
basis.

MEPC 67 was unable to conclude on the matter and decided to establish a correspondence group with the aim
of developing guidelines on this issue,

Members will receive a more extensive repert of the MEPC 67 meeting once the official draft report of the
meeting has been received by the BIMCO Secretariat,
