ICS, Birlesmis Milletler Deniz Hukuku Sézlesmesi (The United Nations Convention on the Law of the Sea — UNCLOS)
geregince, ulusal yetki sinirlarinin disinda kalan agik deniz alanlart igin gegerli olacak yeni bir yasal belgeyi gelistirmekte
olan bir BM Hazirlik Komitesi’nde armatérleri temsil etmektedir.

Anilan BM calismasi esas olarak, kiiresel balik stoklarinin kagak avlanmadan korunmasi ve deniz ekosistemlerine
karasal tartm ve sanayi kaynakli deniz asidifikasyonu ve plastiklerin verdigi zararlar gibi konularda var olan bosluklari
doldurmay1 amagliyor.

ICS’e gore, acik denizlere uygulanacak yeni tedbirlerin gelistirilmesi siiphesiz ki ¢ok 6nemli ve mesru bir calismadir;
fakat bu ¢alismanin deniz tasimaciligina ait gikarlara farkinda olmadan zarar vermeyecegi garanti altina alinmalidir.

Yeni BM yasasi, agik denizler icin gelistirilen Deniz Koruma Alanlari gibi alan merkezli yonetim araglarina biiyiik
ihtimalle izin verecektir ve ayni sekilde denizciligin halihazirda cok detayli kiiresel diizenlemelere sahip oldugu gevresel
zararlar icin yiikiimliiliikler gibi karmasik meseleleri de olanak dahilinde ele alacaktir.

ICS bu nedenle, denizcilik endiistrisinin kiiresel diizenleyicisi olan Uluslararast Denizcilik Orgiitii IMO’nun, diinya
capinda uygulanan koklii ve gok kapsamli IMO Konvansiyonlari ve kurallarinin kapsamini diizenlemeye yo6nelik olarak
BM toplantisinda yaptig1 agiklamay1 tamamuiyla destekliyor.

ICS Hukuk Isleri Direktorii Kiran KHOSLA:

“Gelecekte neye karar verilecek olursa olsun, agik denizlerin ézgiirligiiniin korunmasi, UNCLOS da hdlihazirda yer
alan seyir hakkinin ve bayrak devletlerinin, ki devletlerinin ve liman devletlerinin haklar: ve yiikiimliliikleri arasmda
var olan mevcut dengenin korunmast ile ilgili olarak hiikiimetlerin ¢ok ézenli olmalary gerekmektedir. Gemilerden
kaynaklanan kirlilik vakast sayisindaki belirgin azalmadan anlasiacagy iizere, mevcut denge, uluslararas deniz
tasimaciliginin - diizenlenmesi baglaminda ¢ok ise yaramustir. Bu nedenle, mevcut IMO Konvansiyonlariyla ve
gemilerden kaynaklanan petrol kirliligi zararlarimin tazminine yonelik hdlihazirda hataya bakilmaksizin tek bir
dékiintiiden etkilenenlere 1 milyar ABD dolart kadar tazminat saglayabilen meveut mekanizmalarla potansiyel herhangi
bir cakisma ya da tekrart hesaba katmak BM Komitesi i¢in onemli olacakiir” dedi.

Cesitliliginin Korunmasi ve Siirdiiriilebilir Kullanimi” hakkindaki yeni bir UNCLOS anlasmasint kabul edecek {ist
diizey bir Diplomatik Konferansa dniimiizdeki 2 yil igerisinde dnciiliik etmelidir.

PRESS RELEASE 13 July 2017
High Seas Governance Must Take Account of Existing IMO Framework

At the United Nations in New York, the International Chamber of Shipping (ICS) is
representing shipowners at a UN Preparatory Committee which is developing a new
legal instrument, under the United Nations Convention on the Law of the Sea
(UNCLOS), which will apply to ‘high seas’ areas beyond national jurisdiction.

The principal aim of this UN work is to address the vacuum that exists with respect to
issues such as preserving global fish stocks from unregulated fishing, and damage
to marine ecosystems from ocean acidification and plastics caused by land based
agriculture and industry.

ICS says that developing new measures applicable to the high seas is undoubtedly a
very important and legitimate exercise, but that it wishes to ensure that the interests
of shipping will not be unwittingly damaged.

The new UN instrument is likely to permit area-based management tools such as
Marine Protected Areas being developed for the high seas, as well as potentially
addressing complex issues, such as liability for environmental damage, for which
shipping already has very detailed global regulations in place.

ICS therefore fully supports the statement made to the UN meeting by the shipping
industry’s global regulator, the International Maritime Organization (IMO), setting out
the extent to which shipping already enjoys a long-established and very
comprehensive framework of IMO Conventions and rules which are |mplemented
and enforced on a worldwide basis.

From New York, ICS Director Legai Affairs, Kiran Khosla, commented:

“Whatever might be decided in the future, great care should be taken by
governments with regard to the maintenance of freedom of the high seas, rights of
navigation currently enshrined within UNCLQOS, and the current balance that exists
between the rights and obligations of flag states, coastal states and port states.”

She added “In the context of regulating international shipping, the current balance
has worked very well, as shown by the dramatic reduction in the number of pollution
incidents from ships. It will therefore be important for the UN Committee to take
account of any potential overlap or duplication with existing IMO Conventions, as
well as the mechanisms that already exist for compensating oil pollution damage
from ships, with up to one billion US dollars already being available to compensate
those affected by a single spill regardless of fault.”

The work of the UN Preparatory Committee should eventually lead to a high level
Diplomatic Conference, possibly within the next two years, which is expected to
adopt a new UNCLOS agreement on the ‘Conservation and Sustainable Use of
Marine Biological Diversity of Areas Beyond National Jurisdiction’.
