Diinya ticaret filosunun %80’ini temsil eden Uluslararas1 Deniz Ticaret Odas1 (International
Chamber of Shipping-ICS) tarafindan, diisiik/net sifir emisyonlu yakitlara yatirim yapan
gemileri ve enerji Ureticilerini finansal olarak odiillendirerek denizcilik sektoriiniin net sifir
emisyona gecisini hizlandirma 6nerisi agiklanmustir.

Deniz tasimaciligimin Birlesmis Milletler (BM) nezdindeki diizenleyici kurulusu olan
Uluslararas1 Denizcilik Orgiitii’ne (International Maritime Organization-IMO) gonderilen bir
bildiride ICS, mevcut geleneksel denizcilik yakitlarindan en az iki veya ii¢ kat daha pahali olan
alternatif yakitlarin benimsenmesini hizlandirmak i¢in bir “6diil fonu” sistemi 6nermektedir.

ICS tarafindan sunulan Fon ve Odiil (Fund and Reward-F&R) &nerisi, baz1 hiikiimetlerden
gelen cesitli sera gazi azaltma tekliflerinin unsurlarini, daha 6nce ICS ve Uluslararas1 Kuruyiik
Gemi Sahipleri Birligi (International Association of Dry Cargo Shipowners-INTERCARGO)
tarafindan Onerilen sabit oranli bir katk:i sistemini ve kiiresel bir IMO Onlemi icin yakin
zamanda Avrupa Birligi Uyesi Ulkelerinin (EU 27) belirttigi fikirleri birlestirmektedir.

ICS Bagkani Sayin Emanuele GRIMALDI; “ICS fon ve odiil teklifiyle, IMO iiye devletleri,
denizcilik icin alternatif yakitlarin gelistirilmesini ve iiretimini baslatabilecek kiiresel bir
ekonomik onlemi uygulamaya koymak i¢in yeni ama ¢ok kisa bir firsata sahipler. Yiizyilin
ortalarinda net sifira ulasmak icin, bu yeni yakitlarin en geg¢ 2030 yilindan dnce ticari bir
temelde 6nemli miktarlarda mevcut olmaya baslamasi gerekiyor.

Uzlasma her zaman zordur, ancak herhangi bir miizakerede béoyle bir teklife sahip olmak
herkesin bir araya gelmesini saglayabilir. Umarim bu éneri hem geligmis hem de gelismekte
olan iilkelerin iklim hedefleri arasinda bir koprii gorevi goriir ve boylece kiiresel denizcilik
sektortiniin hicbir paydagsi geride kalmaz.” agiklamasinda bulunmustur.

Odiil oraninin, dnlenen CO, emisyonlarma dayal olarak hesaplanacagi ve salman bir ton CO,
emisyonu basina gemilerden zorunlu sabit oranli katki yoluyla finanse edilecegi
belirtilmektedir. Hiikiimetlerin IMO nezdinde diizenleyici c¢ergeve {lizerinde anlagmasi
durumunda, 2024 yilina kadar “Fon ve Odiil” sisteminin kurulabilecegi ifade edilmektedir.

ICS tarafindan, kiiresel filodan gelen katkilarin bir “Uluslararas1 Denizcilik Siirdiiriilebilirlik
Fonu”nda toplanmasi onerilmektedir. Bu fonun yilda milyarlarca dolar toplayabilecegi ve
boylece yeni denizcilik yakitlariin {iretimi ve yakit ikmali altyapisi i¢in gelismekte olan
iilkelerde ¢ok ihtiya¢ duyulan yatirimi1 desteklemenin yani sira kiiresel olarak mevcut yiiksek
karbonlu denizcilik yakitlari ile alternatif yakitlar arasindaki fiyat farkinin azaltilmasini taahhiit
edecegi belirtilmektedir.
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Bahse konu fon ile gemilerin “uygun alternatif yakitlarin” kullanimiyla 6nlenen CO,
emisyonlarinm yillik raporlarma gére ddiillendirme sistemi olusturulacaktir. Ornegin, metanol,
hidrojen, stirdiiriilebilir biyoyakitlar ve sentetik yakitlar da dahil olmak iizere diger bircok
alternatif yakittan biri olan amonyakla ¢aligan bir gemi yilda 1,5 Milyon Dolar’dan fazla bir
maliyet tasarrufu saglayabilecektir.

Birlesmis Milletler Iklim Degisikligi Cerceve Sézlesmesi 27 nci Taraflar Konferans1 (COP 27)
oncesi gelen bu yeni Oneri, diinya ekonomisinin toplam sera gazi emisyonlarinin %2-3’linii
olusturan ve emisyonlar1 “azaltilmasi1 zor” bir sektor olarak kabul edilen uluslararasi deniz
tasimaciligindan kaynaklanan toplam CO, emisyonlarina yonelik sunulmustur.

ICS Genel Sekreteri Sayin Guy PLATTEN; “Yeni ve ¢ok pahali alternatif yakitlarin
tiretimlerini ve kullanimlarint hizlandirmak icin onemli fiyat farkini azaltmaliyiz, boylece 2050
yilt net sifir emisyon hedefine giden yolda 2030 yilina kadar bir kalkis noktasina ulasacagiz.
Ancak sektoriimiiziin gelismekte olan iilkelerde denizlerdeki sera gazi azaltma ¢abalarint da
desteklemesi cok onemlidir.

Bu fon, IMO 'nun geleneksel erisim yonteminin otesine ge¢me, kiiresel sektoriimiiziin tamamen
dekarbonizasyonu i¢in hayati 6nem tasiyan diinya ¢capindaki limanlarda yakit tiretimi ve yakit
ikmali altyapisina yonelik yatirumi  artirma potansiyeline sahiptir.” agiklamasinda
bulunmustur.

ICS’in 6nerisi, 2030 yilinda diinya filosunun kullandig1 enerjinin en az %5’inin alternatif
yakitlardan iiretilmesini saglamay1 hedeflemektedir. Boylece, “Mission Innovation”n sifir
emisyonlu deniz tagimaciligi i¢in “2022 Eylem Plani”na karsilik gelen, mevcut durumda
neredeyse sifir olan ve on yillik siirenin sonunda yilda yaklagik 15 milyon ton yeni yakit
esdegerini temsil edecek, dnemli bir ilerleme saglayacaktir.

Clarksons Research tarafindan ICS i¢in yapilan ayrintili bir etki degerlendirmesi ¢alismasinda,
salinan bir ton CO, bagina yaklasik 100 Dolar tutarina kadar bir mali katkinin, devletlerin
ekonomileri iizerinde orantisiz bir sekilde olumsuz etkilere neden olmayacagi belirtilmektedir.
Bunun yani sira, yapilacak mali katkilarin baslangic asamasinda ¢ok daha diisiik
belirlenebilecegi, daha sonra artan miktarlarda yeni yakitlar kullanima sunuldukca 5 yillik bir
incelemeye tabi tutulabilecegi ICS tarafindan degerlendirilmektedir.

Tuesday 25™ October 2022. London. The International Chamber of Shipping (ICS), which represents
80% of the world’s merchant fleet, has announced proposals to accelerate the maritime sector’s
transition to net zero by financially rewarding ships and energy producers that invest in low/net zero
emission fuels.

In a paper to shipping’s UN regulator, the International Maritime Organization (IMO),
ICS proposes a ‘fund a reward’ system to catalyse the adoption of alternative fuels, which currently
cost at least two or three times more than conventional marine fuel.

The ICS fund and reward (F&R) proposal combines elements of various recent GHG reduction

proposals from a number of governments, plus a flat rate contribution system previously

proposed by ICS and INTERCARGO, and ideas recently put forward for a global IMO measure by the
EU 27.

ICS’s chairman, Emanuele Grimaldi, added:

“With the ICS fund and reward proposal, IMO member states have a new but very short
window of opportunity to put in place a global economic measure which can kick start the
development and production of alternative fuels for shipping. To achieve net zero mid-century,
these new fuels must start to become available in significant quantities on a commercial basis
no later than about 2030.

“Compromise is always difficult but, in any negotiation, having a proposal like this can enable
everyone to come together. | hope this proposal will act as a bridge between the climate
ambitions of both developed and developing countries so that no part of the global shipping
industry will be left behind.”

The reward rate would be calculated based on CO, emissions prevented, and funded via a
mandatory flat rate contribution from ships per tonne of CO, emitted. The industry body said that the
‘fund and reward’ system could be established by 2024, if governments can agree on the regulatory
framework at the IMO.

ICS proposes that contributions from the global fleet be gathered in an “International Maritime
Sustainability Fund”. Such a fund, the body said, could raise billions of dollars annually, which would
then be committed both to narrowing the price gap, globally, between existing high carbon marine
fuels and alternative fuels, as well as supporting much needed investment in developing nations for the
production of new marine fuels and bunkering infrastructure.

The fund would reward ships according to annual reporting of the CO, emissions prevented by the use
of “eligible alternative fuels”. For example, a ship powered by ammonia (among many other



alternative fuels including methanol, hydrogen, sustainable biofuels and synthetic fuels) could receive a
cost saving of more than 1.5 million USD annually.

Coming ahead of COP 27, this new industry proposal is relevant in the context of the total CO,
emissions from international shipping — regarded as a ‘hard to abate’ sector — which account for
between 2 and 3 per cent of the world economy’s total greenhouse gas emissions.

ICS’s secretary general, Guy Platten, commented:

“We must narrow the significant price gap of new, very expensive, alternative fuels to
accelerate their production and take-up, so that we reach a take-off point by 2030 on our
pathway to net zero by 2050. But it is crucial that our industry also supports maritime
greenhouse gas reduction efforts in developing countries.

“This fund has the potential to go beyond the traditional reach of the IMO, boosting investment
for the fuel production and bunkering infrastructure in ports worldwide that will be vital for our
global industry to decarbonise completely.”

The ICS proposal aims to ensure that at least 5% of the energy used by the world fleet in 2030 is
produced from alternative fuels. This would deliver against Mission Innovation’s 2022 Action Plan for
zero-emission shipping and would represent the equivalent of approximately 15 million tonnes of new
fuels annually by the end of the decade, a significant advance from a current figure of almost zero.

A detailed impact assessment undertaken for ICS by Clarksons Research has identified that a financial
contribution of up to approximately 100 USD per tonne of CO, emitted would not cause
disproportionately negative impacts on the economies of states. However, ICS believes that
contributions could initially be set much lower and then be subject to a 5-year review as increasing
quantities of new fuels become available.

The quantum of the contribution by ships is of great importance to developing countries whose support
will be required to get the regulatory framework adopted, the architecture for which is based on the
industry’s previous proposals for an IMO R&D Fund.

The ICS proposal for a fund and reward (F&R) measure, will be discussed in December 2022 after
COP 27 and ahead of the next IMO Marine Environment Protection Committee in London.
